As requested by several members: Hewett’s marbled brownie recipe.
1 pkg brownie mix (I use Betty Crocker) 1 pkg (3 ounce) cream cheese 
3 tbs butter 1/4 c sugar 3 eggs (total in recipe) 
1 tbs flour 1/2 tsp vanilla 
Cream Cheese Mixture: Mix the cream cheese and butter, add sugar, 1 egg, flour and vanilla. Beat
until smooth and set aside. 
Brownie Batter: Mix brownie mix, 2 tbs water, and 2 eggs. Mix by hand, about 50 strokes. Pour half
the brownie batter into greased 8" or 9" pan. Pour all the cream cheese mixture over the brownie
layer. Spoon the remaining brownie batter here and there over the cream cheese layer. Pull knife
through batter in wide curves to create swirled appearance. Bake at 350 deg. for 30 to 35 min. or
until done. Cool. 
Optional Frosting: Melt 2 tbs butter in a medium sauce pan. Stir in 1 tbs cocoa until dissolved. Add
1 c confectioner's sugar, 1 tbs milk, and 1 tsp vanilla. Stir until smooth. Add more milk if necessary
to make a soft spreading consistency. Frost brownies, let stand until firm.
