Ethanol Gas Causes Havoc in Your Carburetor!!!

We’ve had problems with the “NEW” gas in our Classic Chevys before. During this trip to Branson we
had BIG problems. The accelerator on our Edelbrock 650 stuck wide open several times on the way to dinner Fri-
day night. Bill suspected broken motor mounts, but that didn’t seem evident. With the air cleaner removed the car-
buretor was splashing out fuel. The local Missouri Chevy guys testified that they had LOTS of problems with gunk
building up, and their carburetor parts being corroded by the water in the Ethanol fuel. Saturday morning Bill,
Wendell Royster, Larry Myers, BJ Butcher and several of the other Chevy guys got up early and took our carbure-
tor apart, cleaned the black gunk out of it, and polished the metering rods that had become etched. They did this all
in the parking lot on the tailgate of Wendell’s Cameo Pickup.

This was a REAL eye opener! Our gas mileage had fallen several miles per gallon in recent years, and it
was obvious why. The Missouri Chevy guys, who’ve had to deal with the Ethanol longer than we have, suggested
using Sea Foam Motor Treatment in our gasoline to lessen this problem. A can of Sea Foam will treat 250 gallons



of fuel. It is readily available at O’Reilly’s or other automotive stores. The Missouri guys also said to set the floats
lower to help eliminate the splash-over problem.

We got two more miles to the gallon coming home from Branson, than we’d been getting. We’ll be trying
the Sea Foam additive and Bill says he’ll also take the carburetor apart and clean it every year or two. It had been
on for six years and we’ve put 40,000 miles on it.

Motor Mount Recall Strikes Again!!!

I remember back in the 70’s, when we were auto crossing our Corvettes, there was a recall to protect
against a broken motor mount causing the accelerator to stick. The fix for that was a short piece of cable with a
loop on each end to bolt between the block and the frame. (That kept the block from moving far enough to put the
accelerator in a bind.) Since that time they’ve come out with a “fail safe” motor mount replacement that won’t al-
low the block to move far enough to affect the accelerator even when the rubber fails. Well, we didn’t put the “fail
safe” motor mounts on our Nomad, when it was built in 2004, and we hadn’t put a cable or turnbuckle on it either.

So, when leaving the Ramada Inn in Branson on Friday night, we were on a hill, turning left into traffic
and the broken motor mount(s) caused us to accelerate out into traffic. It took all the braking power the Nomad had
(4-wheel power discs) to control it, before Bill could get the automatic transmission into neutral.

After rebuilding the carburetor, thinking that was the problem (see footnote 1), we quickly realized that
the acceleration problem wasn’t fixed. All 30 mechanics on hand agreed that it was most likely the motor mounts.
BJ Butcher went to get the new transmission and left-side engine mount for us Saturday night. Springfield mem-
bers, Don and Loneta Sunderland from nearby Rockaway Beach, let us use their garage with a lift to repair the
Nomad. BJ Butcher (DACC) and Larry Myers from Oklahoma City stayed on to help with the repair. Bill carefully
drove the Nomad to the garage, trying not to accelerate too radically. Bill, Wendell, BJ and Larry Myers spent the
morning putting in the new mounts, after returning to O’Reilly’s for the CORRECT sized ones. At 1 pm Sunday,
Wendell and Jan headed home to Springfield, BJ and Mini headed south toward Little Rock and 1-30, and Larry
and Annette followed us down 1-44 to Tulsa where we stopped for the night at our son’s.

Of course, O’Reilly’s in Branson didn’t have the new style “fail safe” motor mounts. So when we got
back to Texas, Bill bought two of them and they’ll be installed SOON!!! Lesson: The old style motor mounts are
probably only good for 30,000 miles... just change yours NOW!!!

Another bonus of all the experienced mechanics’ eyes checking out the Nomad was that BJ noticed that
the lower control arm bushings were also worn out. So that’s on the list of things to do to the Nomad before the
next long trip to the Nomad Convention in Dayton, Ohio next year. One of the great things about these trips is that
when something DOES go wrong (and it frequently does), there are lots of experienced Classic owners on hand to
share their knowledge, tools and talent! Thanks everyone!!!
